1- The clergy only make known their views in the majlis, during the discussion for nationalization. 
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2- The most important and perhaps universal factor in any revolution is the human factor. 
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3- Often access to these social rewards translate into political power and cultural domination. 
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4- In examining a society in a revolution, one should pay attention to the characteristics of each of the 

classes and groups. 
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5- This rituals were used by the organizers as a consiscious mechanism of resource mobilization. 
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6-The conflict between the shah and the clergy was based on their respective ideals. 
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7- The party was from the beginning a major critic of the Tehran government. 
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8- They advocated the establishment of an Islamic order based on popular councils. 
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9- The attack on local election was because of the absence of a qualification.
