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1- It was natural that Iran, with a vast reserve of oil, was of the vital interest to the Great Powers.
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2-In 1920 Iran suffered Soviet expansion into Gilan.
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3- The ruler of Iran after Reza Shah was to be determined in London.
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4- This occurred under the Musaddiq policy of "negative" equilibrium".
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5- Masudyi, said that Iran should challenge any intervention by foreigners and should develop its resources

by itself.
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6- This led to a new popular movement against the outgoing government.
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7-On the other hand , Iran faced economic pressures as a result of the changes.
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8- Britain's relationship with Iran and its perceptions of Musaddiq were quite different.
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O- Britain was prepared to send one more mission to Iran.
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10- Although the 1953 coup had removed Musaddiq and his government from office, opposition groups

were still active.
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11- This organization published two newspapers and organized anti-government demonstrations.
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12- Until the oil revenues became substantial, emergency aid in some form needed to be continued.
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13-The US-Iran relationship sustained the anger of the people against domination.
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14- Create a new company to shah in the oil profits, known as the consortium.
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15- The intelligence service was officially established with the CIA began training its members.
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16- The shah's period is divisible into three which can be characterized as follows ...
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17- United state regional interest came under serious attack.
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18- During this period there also occurred the Soviet invasion of Afghanistan.
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19- They believed that bargaining with both super power can enhance their interest.
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20- This criticism occurred because the deputies objected to the supplemental agreement.
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21- The remaining oil should stay in the ground until the future generation could benefit from it.
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22- He emphasized the political aspect of nationalization .
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23- It is proposed that the coup was a result of a united attempts.
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24- The company decided to remove Musaddiq from the power.
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25- The attitude of Eisenhower and his administration toward communism caused his respond to

Musaddigq.
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26-The national resistance movement remained in existence for several years.
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27- Despite opposition efforts, the Zahedi government managed to consolidate power.
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28- This enabled the Shah to meet the economic problems of an empty treasury.
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29- After consolidating the monarchy, it was crucial for US policy makers...
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30- Iran was in a weaker position, facing eight majors rather than a single major oil company.
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
